Pam paid $15 to have a poster done for the archiving seminar in August and inquired as to whether we had publicity for the genealogy seminar on September 25 and char will check with Jann.  Pam will distribute flyers to Barryton, Sherry to Canadian Lakes, Char to Remus, Gary to Blanchard and Six Lakes. Edna will mail flyers to the labels Pam printed off.  

Roundtable for November 6th will include veteran displays and we need to start setting it up.  If the group appears to be too large for the museum we will attempt having it at the Town Hall. The display will include all wars even though the roundtable is primarily WWII.  

Tom has replaced an electrical plug outside the building and has purchased the inside handicap door for upstairs. 

Sherry has been in touch with Gregg Schmidt regarding the preliminary Financial Statement.  
Pam has sent the Charitable Solicitation documentation and submitted the Mecosta Count y Community Fund grant review for mailing. 

Pam needs ideas for the next request from Mecosta County Community Fund grant such as a church display, shed, etc. and why, and itemized list of things to buy. She requests that be in by the end of August.  The need for new water heater was discussed and Don reported John Oswald has a 6 x 10 barn to dismantle for a possible $150.
